Element Poster Project

Periodic Table

Make a poster of your assigned/chosen element.  This project is worth a big test grade (35 points); it must be done creatively and to the best of your ability.

Your poster must include the following:

· Periodic table with symbol and atomic number for all the elements; highlight your element in the table.  Tell me how many protons, neutrons, and electrons your element has. (5 points)

· Description of your element and its chemical and physical properties: boiling point, melting point, density, etc. (example: Aluminum is a silver metal that conducts electricity, is malleable….) (10 points)

· Include your element’s atomic number, atomic weight (mass), state at room temperature, source (naturally occurring, man-made) (5 points)

· Drawings or photos creatively showing at least 3 practical uses of your element, any interesting facts (10 points)

· If you are able, draw a Bohr model of you element (this may be difficult for higher atomic numbers - you won’t be marked down if you don’t have it).
